6) at the Historic Fort Jesup, Sabine Parish, Louisiana.
Only the cemetery, mess hall, and pillars for the
Barracks remain of the Fort, which was abandoned
when the Mexican War broke out. Sent to President
Harry S. Truman by John D. O'Halloran, who knew of
President Truman's interest in the Old Trails Road
Association.
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
