He was sppointed Major, Field Artillery Ufficers ieserve Corps,
10 January 1920; was reappointed 10 January 1925; was promoted to
Lieutonant Colenel, Field irtillery-ileserve, 27 iay 1925; was re-
appointed 27 uay 1930, and was prosoted to Colonel, Fi
ieserve, 17 June 1932, During this peried he has been on active
duty from 16 July te 30 July 1923; from 5 July to 19 July 1925; from
5 July to 19 July 1926; froa 10 July te 23 July 1927; from 9 July te
22 July 1928; from 7 July to 20 July 1929; from 20 July to 2 August
1930; from 26 July to B August 193; froa 10 July to 23 July 1932,
and from 1T August to 30 August 1933, He was relieved from assign-
ment in the Seventh Corps Area issignment Oroup and placed in the
General Assignment Group by reason of his status as a Wember of Con—
gress and reserved for duty under direction of the Secretary of War
20 January 1942.
