Following World War II and the defeat of Germany, the Soviet Union had control of many countries in Eastern Europe.  The Soviets would play major roles in establishing governments in the countries of Poland, East Germany, Czechoslovakia, Hungary, Romania, Yugoslavia, Bulgaria, and Albania.  Communism, a form a government that the United States opposes, is likely to be installed in these countries unless something is done.  The Soviet Union has also acted aggressively toward Turkey and Greece, countries they do not yet control.
